Pojem Stajerska je do danasnjih dni doZivel svojstvene
spremembe glede na prvotni pomen. V tej njeni vetznaé-
nosti se kafe svojevrsten paradoks.

Stajerska je historitna pokrajina: kot upravno-politié-
na enota Avstroogrske monarhije je nehala obstajati
1. 1918, uveljavitev njenega imena kot mejne grofije Sta-
jerske za Karantansko krajino pa sega v sredino 11. stol,,
v 1. 1055/56, ko je dobila ime po mejnih grofih iz dinastije
Traungaucev, »mejnih grofov od Stajra (de Styraj«.

Ze v drugotni rabi se je uveljavilo ime Stajerska kot
pokrajinska oznacba v geografskem smislu. Kot je ute-
meljil A. Melik, ne gre za povsem enotno pokrajino,
ampak rabi kot zbirni pojem za pokrajinske enote, ki jih
je sosedstveni polo#aj dodobra povezal med seboj. Hhrati
pa je znaéilni del Slovenije, kjer se panonske geografske
poteze najbolj uveljavljajo, deprav so v posameznih po-
droéjih prisotne tudi alpske in kragke, A Melik je zajel
v Stajersko naslednje pokrajinske enote: Slovensko Po-
dravije, razdeljeno na Pohorsko Podravie in Spodnje
slovensko Podravje (s Pomurjem), ter Savinjski predel z
Zgornjim Sotelskim ter bliZnjimi deli Posavskega hribo-
vja, ne pa tudi Spodnje Sotelsko pokrajino s Kriko
kotlino in Zasaviem, ki jih viljuduje v Posavsko Sloveni-
jo.2 Glede na slednje predele se torej geografska oprede-
litev razlikuje od historiénih defelnih meja, ki so segale
do oz. ponekod tudi preko Save.

Verjetno se je kot posledica »zgodovinskega spominas,
zavesti o »pokrajinski pripadnosti«, pa tudi jezikownih

The concept of Styria has experienced certain changes
in terms of its original megning to the present, and a
diztinctive poradox may be seen in its multiple meanings.

Styria is a historical region: as an administrative-poli-
tical wnit of the Austro-Hungarian Empire it ceased to
exist in 1918. The term originated to designate the march
county of Styria, bordering on the Karantanian region.
It spread in the mid 11* century, from 1055/56, and was
named after the border counts from the Traungaw dyna-
sty — »marcher lords of Styria« (de Styra).’

The term Styria came into secondary wse of o regional
designation in the geographic sense. As was explained
by A. Melik, it was not an entively uniform region, rather
the name Styria serves as g collective term for a regional
entity interrelated by prorimity. At the same time, it is
@ characteristic part of Slovenia in which Pannonian
geographic elements are most emphasized, although in
individual areas Alpine as well o5 Karst elements are
present. The following regions were wszigned to Styric
by A. Melik: the Slovensko Podravje (Slovenion Drava
Basin), divided into the Pohorje Drava Basin and the
Lower Drava Basin fincluding the Mura Basin), as well
as the Savinjo River Region with the Upper Sotla River
Region and the nearby sections of the Sava heights, but
not the Lower Sotla River Region with the Kriko plain
and the Zasarje (Save Basin) which he ploced in the
Slovenian Sgva Region® In terms of the aforementioned

~ rabi. Vendar pa bi morali pri reSevanju problematike

imen in njegovega pomena upostevati $e drugacne aspek-
te, poleg zgodovinskega in geografskega 3e socioloskega,
etnologkega ipd., zato jo prepustimo drugim razisko-
valcem.

V tej Studiji uporabljam poimenovanje Stajerska v
geografskem smislu, tako kot ga je opredelil A. Melik.
Na jugu predstavlja loénico Posavsko hribovje, na zaho-
du Kamniske planine s Savinjskimi Alpami in Karavan-

- kami, na severu Drava s Kozjakom, spodnji tok Mure pa

proti vzhodu.

Vendar je opaziti, da so bili marsikdaj v odvisnosti od
teh loénic, ki so fizi¢no geografskega znacaja, kulturno-
histori¢ni dejavniki, saj je npr. v halstatskem obdobju
pripadalo Zasavije vse do Spodnjega Posotelja z BreziSki-~
mi vrati dolenjskemu kulturnemu krogu, onstran Trojan
in Kamnigkih planin je obstajala sicer manj izrazita

- gorenjska skupina, onstran Karavank na Koro$kem pa

t. i. korogka skupina, poimenovana tudi po najdi$¢u Breg
pri Rozeku.?

Zaradi ugotovljenih razlik v okviru t. i. arheoloske
kulture v obdobju starejse Zelezne dobe na Stajerskem,
specifi¢nih za posamezne pokrajinske enote, obravnavam
arheologka najdis¢a po sklopih glede na pokrajinsko
¢lenitev. Vendar pa zaradi preglednosti (in smiselnosti z
arheologkega stali§éa) razlikujem le med tremi pokrajin-
skimi enotami: prvo predstavlja Podravje med oz. s Po-
horjem, Slovenskimi goricami in Halozami, na katerega
se priklju¢uje Pomurje, Botko-Konjisko pogorje lo¢uje
Podravije od Savinjskega predela, kjer pripada osrednje
mesto Spodnji Savinjski dolini in Voglajnski pokrajini,
nanj se veZe prehodno Vitanjsko podolje in Mislinjska
dolina, vendar sodita slednji Ze h Pohorskemu Podravju.

districts, the geographical definition is thus different
from the historical boundaries of the state which exten-
ded to the Sava River.

Probably as a consequence of »historical memory« and
a conciousness of »regional identity«, as well as linguistic
dialectical particularities, the term Styria/Styrian (Sta-
jerska/Stajerec) has been preserved in the collective
conciousness, and is even today in general use. In solving
problems of the name and its significance, it would
however be necessary to consider other aspects (sociolo-
gical, ethnological, etc.) in addition to historical and
geographical ones, which would best be left to other
researchers. }

In my study, the term Styria is used in the geographical
sense as it was defined by A. Melik. The boundary to the
south is represented by the Sava Heights, on the west by
the Kamnik Mountains with the Savinjska Alps and the
Karavanken Mountains, on the north by the Drava with
the Kozjak Range, while the lower course of the Mura is
the boundary towards the east.

It is evident, however, that cultural-historical factors
were often dependent on those boundary lines which
were of a physical-geographical character — in the Hall-
statt period, for example, the Sava Basin to Lower
Posotelje (the Sotla River Basin) with the BreZice Gates
was a part of the Dolenjska (Lower Carniola) Cultural
Circle, and on the other side of Trojane and the Kamnik
Mountains there existed a less distinguished Gorenjska
(Upper Carniola) Group, while on the other side of the
Karavanken Range in Koroska (Carinthia) was located
the so-called Carinthian Group, as exemplified by the
site of Frég near Rosegg (Breg near RoZek).

Because of established differences in the framework of
the archaeological cultures in the period of the Early
Iron Age in Styria which are specific for individual
regional groups, the archaeological sites are considered
by complex in terms of the regional divisions. However,
for lucidity (and simplicity from the archaeological view-
point) only three regional groups are distinguished: the
first is the Podravje (Drava River Basin) between the
Pohorje Range, Slovenske Gorice and Haloze, where it
merges with Pomurije (the Mura River Basin); the Bo¢ko-
Konjisko highland divide the Podravje from the Savinj-
sko region, in which central roles belong to the Lower
Savinja Valley and the Voglajna River district; to the
latter are attached the transitional Vitanje district and
the Mislinja River Valley, although the latter already
belongs to the Pohorje region of the Drava River Basin.

Starejsa Zelezna doba na Stajerskem ni nikoli vzbudila
posebnega zanimanja, tako da $e ni bila predmet samo-
stojne obravnave. Pa¢ pa je bila vkljuéena v razli¢ne
zgodovinske in arheoloske preglede, ki so ponavadi za-
¢enjali z najstarej$o — prazgodovinsko poselitvijo deZele,
kjer pa so omenjena tudi halstatska najdis¢a. In ¢eprav
je vsako od najdis¢ doZivelo svojo lastno usodo od
odkritja in izkopavanj do morebitne objave, ve€inoma v
obliki notic in le v redkih primerih na ravni znanstvene
razprave, je mogod¢e v njih zaslediti znacilne poteze, na
osnovi katerih se da izlu§¢iti nekako §tiri obdobja v
zgodovini arheologkih raziskovanj na Stajerskem. Ker je
podan potek raziskovanj za posamezna najdis¢a posebej
v_katalogu, sem se v tem pregledu omejila le na tiste
pomembnejge podatke in dogodke, ki tvorijo rdeco nit.

Prvo obdobje sega v prvo polovico in sredino 19. stol.,
v ¢as romantizma — romanti¢nega zgodovinopisja. Na
Stajerskem je bil njegov mentor nadvojvoda Ivan, vse-
stranski pobudnik in podpornik dejavnosti na raznih
podro¢jih. Na poznavanje predvsem deZelne zgodovine
pa je vplivala tudi nova $olska reforma, saj je bil v
srednje $ole uveden pouk $trajerske deZelne zgodovine.*
Taks$no okolje je vzpodbudilo iskanje starin in pisanje o
njih. L. 1830 je bila odkrita gomila z bronastim vozi¢kom
v opekarni v Gornji Radgoni in izkopanine so prisle v
last grofa von Platza od Freudenaua iz bliznje gra$¢ine
pri Crncih. Nekaj let pozneje so Ze kopali tudi v gomilah
v Podgradu, prav tako v gornjeradgonskem okolisu. 5
Radgonske najdbe so doZivele svoj sloves predvsem v
zvezi s podobno, a slavnejo najdbo kultnega vozi¢ka iz
gomile v Strettwegu, odkopano nekaj let pozneje — L
1851.8 Iz 30. let 19, stol. izvirajo verjetno najdbe iz gomil
pri Benediktu v Slovenskih goricah, ki jih je razkopaval
kaplan F. Vrbnjak, vendar je novica o njih prila v svet
mnogo kasneje.” V pribliZno isti ¢as sodijo tudi razkopa-
vanja gomil na Hardeku pri Ormozu.® V sredini stoletja
pa so postale znane gomile na podroé¢ju Pivole. O njih je
pisalo veé piscev kot G. Mally, R. G. Puff i in J. Hofrichter,
ki so porodali o izkopavanjih gras¢aka pl. Feyrerja,
lastnika Pohorskega dvora, in nekega g. Hrityja, oba sta
raziskovala gomile na svoji posesti’ Celo v 1. 1811 pa
datira odkritje povsem slu¢ajnega znacaja — kopice ne-
govskih &elad iz Zenjaka pri Benediktu, ki je tedaj
spadalo pod negovsko gospostvo. Negova je tako postala
eponim ne le za &elade tega zaklada, temvet kot terminus
technicus za tovrstne ¢elade v celoti.’

Poleg pridobivanja izkopanin pa je bilo v tem &asu
priljubljeno tudi pisanje o domaéi pokrajini in njeni
zgodovini. Med pisci iz sredine stoletja sta zlasti zanimi-
va mariborska gimnazijska profesorja, G. Mally in R. G.
Puff, ki sta v svojih topografskih spisih zapisala preneka-
teri arheologki podatek, tako sta npr. poznala pohorsko
»staro mesto«, imenovano tudi »postela«: gradi$¢e na
Posteli na Pohorju.!

Drugo obdobje oznaé¢uje narodnostno prebujanje konec
19. stol., ki se je odraZalo med drugim tudi v ustanavlja-
nju muzejskih in zgodovinskih drustev. Na eni strani so
bila ustanovljena z namenom, da bi zajezili odtok izko-
panin in drugih muzejskih eksponatov predvsem v DeZel-
ni muzej Joanej v Gradcu, kamor so odnesli vedino

The Early Iron Age in Styria has never aroused parti-
cular interest, and thus it has never yet been the indepen-
dent topic of a treatise. It has been covered in various
historical and archaeological surveys which usually be-
gin with the earliest prehistoric colonization of the
region, within which studies Hallstatt sites were also
mentioned. Although each of the sites has experienced
its own destiny from discovery and excavation to even-
tual publication (the majority in the form of notes, and
only in rare cases at the level of scientific studies),
nonetheless it is possible to find characteristic features
in them on the basis of which some four periods in the
history of archaeological research in Styria can be »ex-
tracted«. Since the course of research at individual sites
is given separately in the catalogue, only the most
important facts and events forming the essential core of
research are noted in this survey.

The first phase extended into the first half and middle
of the 19™ century, in the period of romanticism and
romantic historiography which had its mentor in Styria
in the person of Archduke Johann, a universal initiator
and supporter of efforts in various fields. The new school
reforms also increased knowledge of history, especially
local history, since classes in Styrian regional history
were introduced into secondary schools.* Such an envi-
ronment encouraged the search for antiquities as well as
writing about them. In 1830, a tumulus with a bronze
cart was discovered in a brickyard at Gornja Radgona,
and the excavations became the property of Graf (Count)
von Platz of Freudenau from the nearby manor near
Crnci. Several years later, tumuli were also excavated in
Podgrad, again in the Gornja Radgona vicinity.” The
Radgona finds achieved their renown mainly in connec-
tion with the similar but more famous find of a cult
vehicle from a tumulus in Strettweg excavated several
years later in 1851.% The finds from tumuli near Benedikt
in the Slovenske Gorice (Slovenian Highlands) were
probably excavated by the chaplain F. Vrbnjak in the
1830’s, although information about them became public
considerably later.” The excavation of tumuli at Hardek

near Ormo# belongs to approximately the same period.® -

In the middle of the century, the tumuli in the Pivola
region became known. Various authors wrote about them,
such as G. Mally, R.G. Puff and J. Hofrichter who
reported on the excavations of the noble Feyrer, owner
of Pohorska Castle (Pohorski Dvor), as well as a Mr.
Hrity, both of whom excavated tumuli on their estates.®

From as early as 1811, there is a record of an entirely
fortuitous discovery of a great number of Negova helmets

from Zenjak near Benedikt (which in that period belon--

ged to the Negova estate). Negova (or Germanicized:
Negau) thus became the eponym not only for the helmets
of this hoard but also the terminus technicus for all
helmets of the same type.’’

In addition to the aquisition of archaeological material,
it was also popular in that period to write about one’s
native region and its history. Among the authors from
the middle of the century of particular interest are the
Maribor Gymnasium professors G. Mally and R. G. Puff,
who in their topographical works noted much archaeolo-
gical information. For example, they knew of the Pohorje
